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Since ancient times people have been
fascinated with the human body, and images of the
body have continued to grow through the produc-
tion of a variety of drawings and other icons.
Consisting mainly of materials in the collections of
the International Center for Japanese Studies, this
exhibition is divided into four thematic areas:
“Epidemics and Medicine,” “Getting One's Head
around the Body,” “A Fascination with the Body,”
and “Bodies Present and Future,” and features a
range of images across the fields of popular religion,
medicine, and art, with an aim to seek out possibili-
ties for living in the current pandemic era and into

the future.
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
